# Safety Factor Response(The statements in bold will go in the "implications" section-see examples below.  They are included with the factors so the connection between the factor and gathered evidence can be demonstrated.)
17. Child is five years or younger or nonverbal.

N-Jacob is ten years of age and Marvin is seven.

Y-Jacob is three years of age. Or Marvin is seven and non-verbal due to his autism.

18. Child has developmental, physical, emotional or medical conditions that increase(s) his or her vulnerability.

N-Jacob was not observed to display any delays.  The guidance counselor denied any delays with Jacob.

Y-Jacob has been diagnosed with Oppositional Defiance Disorder according to his mother.

19. Child exhibits behavior(s) that may be indicative of abuse or neglect. If yes, at least one of the following must

be selected: 
If Y, select most applicable item from drop-down area.
20. Child has limited community visibility and others cannot observe the condition of the child:

N-Jacob attends school and church regularly.  He is also seen almost daily by his maternal grandparents.

Y-Jacob is homeschooled and does not participate in any community activities.  The family lives in a rural area and the closest neighbor is almost two miles away.

21. Other signs of Child Vulnerability  Anything that does not align with any of the above factors should be included here.  

Example One
Child Vulnerability Implications for Child Safety:

Jacob is ten years of age and Marvin is seven.  Neither child was observed to display any delays or behaviors indicative of abuse or neglect.  The guidance counselor denied any delays with Jacob or Marvin. Both children attend school and church regularly.  They is also seen almost daily by his maternal grandparents. The implications for child safety are positive in that the children are verbal, seen regularly and have no delays or behaviors indicative of abuse or neglect.

Example Two

Child Vulnerability Implications for Child Safety:

Marvin is seven and non-verbal due to his autism. Marvin was not observed to display any behaviors indicative of abuse or neglect.  Marvin is homeschooled and does not participate in any community activities.  The family lives in a rural area and the closest neighbor is almost two miles away. The implications for child safety are high for risk and safety based on Marvin being non-verbal and having limited community visibility..
