Example One:

Background History:

Criminal: The family has no criminal history which has no adverse impact on child safety.  

Prior:  The family has no prior history with the Department which has no adverse impact on child safety.
Example Two:

Background History:

Criminal:  The father has an extensive criminal history involving drugs and violence.  In the last sixteen years he has had over thirty charges involving either drugs or battering.  The father was recently release from prison, after three years, on his most recent charge involving drug manufacturing.  The father’s criminal history places the children at significant risk and threatens their safety.

Prior:  The family has nine prior reports with the Department.  Two involve physical injury which was verified and no services were implemented.  Five priors involve inadequate supervision; two of which were closed with no indicators and the other three were closed with some indicators with a referral for daycare.  Two reports involved hazardous conditions which were both closed with no indicators.  The two reports involving physical abuse are also the two most recent reports.  This is significant since the current report also involves physical abuse.  The impact of the priors on the children’s safety is significant since the abuse has escalated and there has been no service involvement.
