Example One:

Overall Safety Assessment:

The initial report alleged substance misuse by the parents.  No evidence was found to support the allegations.  The family is cooperative.  There is no criminal or prior history with any household member.  The children are all over the age of five, verbal and deny the allegations.  Collaterals with the neighbors and extended family support the children’s statements.  The parents and children are very attached.  The children’s needs are being met with no indicators of significant impairment.  The overall risk is assessed as low due to the many protective factors and few risk factors within the family.

Example Two:

Overall Safety Assessment:

The initial report involved allegations of physical abuse.  Jacob stated his father “beats” him almost every week to the point of leaving bruises.  The father admitted to hitting Jacob with a belt regularly and showed the investigator the belt, which was confiscated by law enforcement.  The father has an extensive criminal history involving violence along with several priors with the Department.  Jacob is four years of age and has limited community visibility.  The father is a single parent with limited resources and supports. Jacob’s mother’s whereabouts is unknown at this time. The father was also the victim of physical abuse as child.  The father has refused any service intervention.  Due to the high risk factors identified above which place Jacob’s safety in immediate danger, Jacob was removed and placed with his paternal aunt.  
The shelter petition was granted and the Early Service Intervention staffing is expected to occur within the week.  A daycare referral has been completed for the aunt and a diligent search initiated for the mother.
